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Vale Professor Ron Keightley

Professor Ron Keightley, a valued 
former staff member of the Faculty 
of Arts, has died after a long battle 
with cancer. 

Professor Keightley arrived at 
Monash in March 1972 from the 
University of Nottingham to take 
up the inaugural Chair of Spanish. 
He retired in January 1992 after 
twenty years of dedicated teaching 
and research.

“Thanks to his wide range of scholarly interests and expertise, his great 
enthusiasm and a commitment to teaching that far exceeded the professorial 
norm, Ron raised the Spanish department to another level,” Dr Kenwood said. 
“It was able to offer courses that ranged from medieval to modern Spanish 
literature, from the culture and literature of Latin America to Spanish linguistics. 

“Ron’s course of literary criticism, with its detailed analysis of extracts from early 
Spanish poetry and prose to modern times, was a model of academic 
scholarship and inspired some of his students to undertake further study and 
seek excellence in their own work. 

“Honours and research supervision brought out Ron’s very best qualities -- his 
erudition, his encyclopaedic knowledge, his attention to detail and his careful 
nurturing of talent. It was these qualities that attracted to Monash research 
students and a number of young academics from other universities.” 

Music was another of Professor Keightley’s great passions. He contributed 
vigorously to the cultural and musical life of both the university and the wider 
community through his participation in the Monash Chapel Singers, the 
Wednesday Consort Group, the Early Music Society and the choir of Christ 
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Church, South Yarra. He had a fine voice and enlivened some of his tutorials 
with spontaneous rendering of ballads, madrigals and coplas of the Spanish 
Renaissance. 

After leaving Monash, Professor Keightley lived and taught in Colombia and 
then, on his return to Melbourne, continued with his writing and developed a 
new interest -- researching the history of the Spanish monastery of New Norcia 
in Western Australia and cataloguing its unique historical archives. He also 
resumed his long association with Christ Church, South Yarra. 

Dr Kenwood remembers Professor Keightley as a professor of the old school. 
“He was an uncompromising champion of intellectual vigour, true scholarship, 
wide culture and clear style,” he said.

As far back as 1557 Ignatius Loyola is believed to have said, “give me a child 
until he is seven, and I will give you the man” and later in this century the 
behaviourist John Watson, expanding on that famous quote, said, “Give me a 
dozen healthy infants ... and my own specified world to bring them up in and 
I’ll guarantee to take any one at random and train him to become any type of 
specialist I might select — doctor, lawyer, artist, merchant-chief and yes, even 
beggar-man and thief, regardless of his talents, penchants, tendencies, abilities, 
vocations, and race of his ancestors.” Both were zealots in their chosen fields 
and therefore many would doubt the veracity of those statements; but there is no 
doubt that, unless we make a conscious effort to change, we are largely products 
of our upbringing.  
 
Children brought up in a war torn environment are suspicious of their 
neighbours and are fearful of the world around them. Children parented by 
fanatics carry an ideological burden into their adulthood. Even people brought 
up into mainstream Christian thinking have difficulty in relating to evangelicals, 
and vice versa. I’m reliably informed this form of behaviourism does not 
improve with age!   
 
As I look at the world today I’m acutely aware how the spirit of acceptance is 
largely absent. Following economic reasons, the major cause of conflict, and 
even war, is non-acceptance of the other. A distrust born out ignorance or out of 
upbringing challenges our Christian calling. 
 
When we accept Christ into our lives, we are contributing to the edification of 
the church. When we witness for Christ, we are also working for its edification. 
Both actions result in love. The church is not built up with hate. It is built up 
with love. For us to be comfortable with someone whose actions or view points 
differ from ours requires a love in us born out of the Spirit. When we live in 
harmony with God’s Spirit, we can love with the love that covers a “multitude of 
sins”. 1 Peter 4:8

Born in Sydney (1965), Richard studied 
medicine at the University of NSW (1984-
86) before testing a vocation to ordained 
ministry, which brought him to Trinity 
College, the University of Melbourne 
(1988-90). After serving curacies in 
Ballarat and Warrnambool, Richard was 
appointed Rector of the four-centred rural 
parish of Skipton (1993-97), during which 
time he completed a Masters degree (by 
research) in theology. Returning to 
Melbourne as Associate Priest of All 

Saints, East St Kilda (1997-98), he began part-time doctoral studies at 
Monash University (1997-2003). Since 1998 Richard has enjoyed a range 
of pastoral, liturgical, administrative, and educational responsibilities at 
Trinity College in his roles there as Associate Chaplain (1998-2001), 
Chaplain (2003-07); and Stewart Lecturer in Theology (1998-2007). He is 
delighted to be returning to parish ministry at Christ Church, South Yarra, 
with its fine tradition for worship and strong sense of mission, and he 
brings a passion for theological inquiry and life-long learning into this 
setting. 
 
Richard has published in the areas of Hebrew biblical narrative and 
biblical interpretation, and is a regular columnist for the print and online 
journal for theology, the arts and public affairs, Eureka Street. His PhD 
thesis on the book of Esther has been accepted for publication by the 
Australian Theological Forum Press later in 2007 – an editing task 
Richard hopes to finish ‘between jobs’! Having taught and studied 
theology in an ecumenical faculty, the opportunity to represent the 
Australian Uniting and Anglican Church communions on the Faith and 
Order Standing Commission of the World Council of Churches has been 
a formative experience for Richard since 2002. He is keen to foster 
ecumenical cooperation locally as he continues to participate annually in 
this multi-lateral forum (travelling to Geneva, briefly, for this purpose in 
June). 
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Dr Leanne Habeeb and Richard were married in 2005. Leanne’s 
professional background is in educational administration and philosophy. 
As well as studying psychology part-time at Monash, Leanne works full-
time at Trinity as Director of Student Welfare, with a primary focus in the 
residential College. A convert to AFL, Richard is a member of the Carlton 
Football Club (Leanne, inexplicably, follows Fremantle), and of the 
Growling Frog Golf Club – one of several courses where he and Leanne 
have been known to spoil a good walk. Other interests they share 
include film, food and wine, live music, running, and gardening – all of 
which they look forward to exploring in a new location and within a 
community that has already been so generous in its welcome.

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 Stations of the Cross  
 

The significance of the Stations of the Cross – 
A faith pilgrimage 

 
In much of the Western world past events are seen in terms of linea time, that is, 
events are seen in terms of actions happening in a specific time and place. Thus 
events are described by binary modes of thought. Always attempting to answer 
the questions what, when, who, where and how, and down playing the question 
of why. Yet that question of why, the question of the enduring significance of 
events, is usually far more important. Especially when it comes to remembering 
events in terms of faith, when the event is not so much about the facts and the 
data, as it is about recalling the role of that event in a larger ongoing story, in 
God’s story and in our own story.  
 
The journey of our faith as modern Christians is not only a journey through 
history that can be marked by events in the past. It is also a journey of our own 
personal commitment to God, of our own growth as a community of faith and as 
individuals. It is a journey that we need to remember just as deeply and 
profoundly as we remember the journey of God’s people across human history, 
or the journey of Jesus from Pilate’s Hall to Golgotha. 
 
Taking a symbolic journey following the way of the cross praying at each station 
can give one a sense of the ongoing story, ours and Gods. Most of us in the 
modern world, especially those of us in the ‘West’, are used to thinking of the 
crucifixion of Jesus as an event happening at a certain time and place. And it is 
just such an event, but it is far more than that. It is a truth about God and how 
God works in the world with humans. It is that truth about God revealed in Jesus 
and his actions that provides us with an important touchstone for our own 
journey. 
 
Far too often we are tempted to rush through Lent and Holy Week. In our haste 
to get to the resurrection, to celebrate Easter, we miss the tremendous 
significance of the cross as something more than a symbol of the death of Jesus 
as a prologue to the resurrection, or a symbol of a theological doctrine of 
atonement. As Jesus himself taught the disciples on more than one occasion, the 
cross symbolizes something far more profound than suffering, death, and 
theologies of atonement.  
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Beyond all dogmas and sentimentalism associated with the cross, finally it is 
about faithfulness, servant-hood, and the commitment of one to another. Most 
profoundly the cross is about the power of love, the commitment of God to 
humanity, the faithfulness and grace of God that knows no limits and will yield 
to no boundary that will risk even death itself for the sake of new life. 
 

The value of the ‘Stations of the Cross’ lies in the twofold enacted confession, 
firstly, life is sometimes dark, painful, and brings endings. That reality will not go 
away even for the Son of God. Secondly, God is present in the darkness as we 
persist in the journey, even when that journey leads to Golgotha. Easter Day has 
no meaning without Good Friday. Thus the ‘Stations’ are a means by which we 
are reminded of this profound truth. They remind us of darkness as a basis to 
celebrate the light. They offer a powerful way to contemplate, and enter into, 
the mystery of Jesus’ gift of himself to us.

For the last two years we at Christ Church have used temporary ‘Stations’ 
(Drawn by Mother Jenny) as part of our Lenten devotions; the ‘Stations’ and the 
Sunday liturgy have proved to be a popular focus of ‘Lenten Reflection’.  
 

Throughout the year the ‘Stations’ have also offered a focus for contemplation 
because they help us to remember that we are never alone. That Jesus entered 
into our life’s experience completely, even suffering and death, and that he was 
raised to new life in God. Thus the ‘Stations’ have reminded us that day by day, 
each step of the way, Jesus is with us as the one who knows our suffering, and 
the death we face.  
 

It is proposed that our temporary ‘Stations’ be replaced by bronze low relief 
tablets. To that end the recent exhibition ‘Run Betty Run’ raised a substantial 
amount toward the project. However, we will need to raise more funds to 
complete the work. (Bronze casting is expensive!) 
 

Some members of the congregation have offered to fund one or more of the 
tablets in memory of a family member. You too may be interested in donating 
funds toward the project or to fund one of the tablets in memory of a loved one.
